The single prayer of the St. Andrew Christmas Novena is
traditionally prayed fifteen times each day, beginning on the feast
of St. Andrew (November 30) and concluding on Christmas Eve.

In 2024, Christmas Eve falls on a Tuesday.

This series guides Catholics through a daily Advent reflection
using the Jesse Tree model traditionally practiced by families.
Each episode introduces the ancestors of Jesus Christ, shares

a Scripture passage, and offers an engaging reflection. 

DECEMBER 17-23
There are many different names for the coming Messiah

prophesied in the Book of Isaiah. And when prayed in the days
leading up to Christmas Eve, we call these the O Antiphons.
